NOTICE TO CONTRACTORS

  Sealed bids for construction of the project designated as Kern River Valley Cemetery District Historic Cemetery Ground Failure Mitigation, are invited and will be received by the office of the Kern River Valley Cemetery District, 8441 Burlando Road, Wofford Heights, CA 93285 or by mail at P.O. Box 215 Wofford Heights, CA  93285 before 2:00 p.m. on June 2, 2026, at which time they will be publicly opened, read and ranked and thereafter evaluated in open session at 9:00 a.m. on June 9, 2026.  The specifications for bid proposal and other contract documents for this project may be obtained at the address printed above or requested by phoning 760-376-2189.  No bid will be considered unless it is made on the blank forms furnished by the Kern River Valley Cemetery District (District/Owner).  When a Contract is awarded to a corporation, the executed Contract must be accompanied by a corporate resolution which authorizes the person signing on behalf of the corporation to do so.

  The work to be performed consists of, in general but not limited to, complete Architectural and Engineering Design to prevent ground failure of Historic Cemetery due to storm caused land erosion, sinkholes. Project design shall provide an adequate barrier to prevent river water from soaking under the historic cemetery. Design must prevent any further damage to existing and future burial sites within the historic cemetery fence boundary. Project to include all design documentation, geotechnical designs, drawings, construction cost (including labor) and permitting.
  Each bidder must be a licensed contractor or have a licensed subcontractor to perform the installation as required by law at the time the contract is awarded.  Failure of the bidder to obtain proper and adequate licensing for an award of a contract shall constitute a failure to execute the contract and shall result in the forfeiture of the security of the bidder. The contractor license classification required for this project is C-12 (Earthwork Contractor). 
  Public works contracts have significant requirements for both contractors and agencies, including, but not limited to, the requirement that agencies notify the Department of Industrial Relations (DIR) when awarding a contract for a public works project using the online PWC-100 and the requirement that all contractors and subcontractors who bid or work on a public works project must register with DIR. All workers must be paid prevailing wage, and certified payroll records must be submitted to DIR
  The Kern River Valley Cemetery District reserves the right to reject any and all bids.  The contract will be awarded by the District, after a complete contract is prepared, to the lowest responsible bidder whose bid proposal complies with all the requirements prescribed.  The successful bidder must furnish a Construction Performance Bond and a Construction Labor and Material Payment Bond each in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the contract price and on the form approved by the District and must conform to California law (see Code of Civil Procedure section 995.010 et seq.).  The District hereby invokes its protest right under California Code of Civil Procedure 995.660 for any proposed surety bond submitted in satisfaction of the requirements of this agreement if the submitted bond is not issued by an admitted surety.  All documents submitted in compliance with the requirements of this bid guideline and the contract must be scannable and photocopiable. 

  Two bidder’s bonds executed by an admitted surety insurer to be made payable to Kern River Valley Cemetery District will be required upon the award of the contract.  One bond will guarantee faithful performance, and the other bond will guarantee payment for labor and materials.  The District’s “Bidder’s Bond” form must be signed by the Contractor and the Surety before a notary.  The bid   Surety’s obligations hereunder are independent of the obligations of any other surety for the performance of the Contract, and suit may be brought against Surety and such other sureties, jointly and severally, or against any one or more of them, or against less than all of them without impairing Owner’s rights against the others.  Surety may not use Contractor to complete the Contract without the Owner’s consent.

  No discrimination shall be made in the employment of people for this project.  Labor Code Section 1735 and all other applicable State and Federal requirements relating to employment discrimination shall be complied with.  Particular attention is directed to Section 1735 of the Labor Code, the requirements of which are as follows:  A Contractor shall not discriminate in the employment of persons upon public works on the basis of race, religious creed, color, national origin, ancestry, physical disability, mental disability, medical condition, marital status, sex, age, or sexual orientation, except as otherwise provided in Section 12940 of the Government Code. Every contractor for public works who violates this Section is subject to all the penalties imposed for a violation of this chapter.

  Execution of the contract by the District is a matter of public record.  Contractors will be considered to have received actual notice of the date the contract is executed by the District on the date the contract is so executed by the District.   The District may, but is not required to, send written notice to Contractor.   

  During any excavation, should cultural resources be unearthed, all work must halt in the area, and the District shall be notified immediately.  The District will make an immediate evaluation of the site and may be required to mitigate the situation through avoidance or recovery of the find.  Construction work may continue other portions of the project not affected by the find.  Work in the affected area shall not resume until authorized by the District.

The bidder’s attention is directed to the “Instructions to Bidders” in the preparation and submission of bid documents.

INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

This section of the bid specifications mentions the requirements that project bidders are to comply with when submitting the bids for installation of solar panels and inverters including frame apparatus to support the systems that will service the District’s structures and the water delivery system pump.  Among the topics covered are the Bidder’s Bond, what to do in case a discrepancy or omission in the plans, specifications or contract documents is discovered, and acknowledgement by the bidder of Addendums that may be issued during project bidding.   

The following items are highlighted for your reference in the preparation and submission of bid documents.  This is to alert you to items where discrepancies have occurred in the past, but it is not all inclusive, nor is it to emphasize special importance of any particular requirements.

1. PROPOSAL

(a) Bids shall only be made upon the Bid Proposal forms obtained from the office of the Kern River Valley Cemetery District (District) with all items filled out; numbers shall be stated in both writing and in figures with written numbers taking precedence, and the signatures of interlineations, alterations or erasures.
(b) The bid shall not contain any recapitulation of the work to be done; alternative proposals will not be considered, unless called for in the specifications.  No oral, telegraphic or telephonic bids or modifications will be considered.

(c) The bidder’s attention is directed to the “Rejection of Proposals” of the “General Conditions” which states that proposals may be rejected under certain circumstances including any alteration of form, additions not called for, or irregularities of any kind.  

(d) The bidder’s attention is directed to the section “Payment of Taxes” of the “General Conditions” which states that the contract price paid for the work includes full compensation for all taxes the Contractor is required to pay.  Required sales tax to be included in bid.  Taxes should not be added as a separate bid item.   
(e) Before submitting a bid, bidders shall carefully examine the Plans and Specifications, and the form of Agreement, shall visit the site of the work and shall fully inform themselves as to all existing conditions and limitations, and shall include in the bid a sum to cover the cost of all items included in the Contract.

(f) Bids shall be delivered to the office of the Ken River Valley Cemetery District located at 8441 Burlando Road, Wofford Heights, CA 93285 or sent by mail to P.O. Box 215 Wofford Heights, CA 93285 on or before the day and hour set for the opening of bids in the Notice to Contractors, enclosed in a sealed envelope upon which shall be written the title of the work and the name and business address of the bidder.
(g) It is the bidder’s sole responsibility to see that his proposal is received in proper time.  Any proposal received after the scheduled closing time for receipt of bids will be returned to the bidder unopened.

(h) The bid may be withdrawn by the bidder by means of a written request, signed by the bidder or his properly authorized representative.  Such written request must be delivered to the place stipulated in the Notice to Contractors for receipt of bids prior to the scheduled closing time for receipt of bids.

2) BUSINESS ADDRESS (Communications)
Bidders shall furnish the Kern River Valley Cemetery District with their business and street addresses and any communications directed to either address so given or to the address listed on the bidder’s sealed bid envelope and deposited in the United States Postal Service shall constitute a service thereof upon the bidder. 

3) EXAMINATION OF SPECIFICATIONS, CONTRACT AND WORK SITE
Bidders are required to inform themselves fully of the conditions relating to construction and labor under which the work will be performed.  Therefore, each bidder shall examine carefully the site of the work contemplated, the specifications, and the bid and contract forms.  The submission of a bid shall be conclusive evidence that the bidder has investigated and satisfied himself as to the conditions to be encountered, the character, quality and scope of work to be performed, the quantities of materials to be furnished, and the requirements of the specifications and contract.
4) BIDDER’S BOND

The successful bidder must furnish a Construction Performance Bond and a Construction Labor and Material Payment Bond each in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the contract price and on the form approved by the District and must conform to California law (see Code of Civil Procedure section 995.010 et seq.).  The District hereby invokes its protest right under California Code of Civil Procedure 995.660 for any proposed surety bond submitted in satisfaction of the requirements of this agreement if the submitted bond is not issued by an admitted surety.  All documents submitted in compliance with the requirements of this bid guideline and the contract must be scannable and photocopiable. 

5) OPENING OF BIDS
Bids will be opened at the time and place set forth in the advertised Notice to Contractors.  Bidders or their representatives, and other interested people, may be present at the opening of bids.

6) CONTRACTORS’S LICENSE
Contractors must be properly licensed by the State of California at the time the bid is awarded.

7) SUBCONTRACTORS
Each proposal shall have listed therein the name and address of each subcontractor to whom the bidder proposes to subcontract portions of the work, in accordance with the Subletting and Subcontracting Fair Practices Act, commencing with Section 4100 of the Public Contract code.  The bidder’s attention is invited to other provisions of said Act related to the other provisions by using unauthorized subcontractors or by making unauthorized substitutions.  

8) INSURANCE
The Contractor shall secure and maintain all required insurance and furnish insurance certificates to the District during the period of the agreement.  Insurance certificates must contain a thirty (30) day prior written notice of cancellation or reduction in coverage.  The bidder’s attention is invited to the “General Conditions” regarding specific insurance requirements.  The name of the additional insured for general liability coverage shall read as follow:  “The Owner (District), Agents, Trustees, and Employees are named as additional insured(s)”.

9) AWARD OR REJECTION OF PROPOSAL
The District reserves the right to reject any and all bids.  Subject to this right to reject bids, the Contract will be awarded to the responsible bidder submitting the lowest responsive bid based on the bid, combination of bids or alternative bids deemed most advantageous to the Owner (District).  Each bid proposal must contain all required documents and forms completed, signed, and if required properly acknowledged.  By submitting a bid, a bidder acknowledges that the failure to complete and supply all the information requested on the bid forms is a sufficient basis for the Owner (District) to reject the bid as non-responsive.  The Owner (District) reserves the right to waive any irregularity in bids received.
The award for the work, if it is awarded, will be to the lowest responsible bidder whose proposal complies with all the requirements prescribed.  Such award, if made, will be made within 60 days after the opening of the bids.  If the lowest responsible bidder refuses or fails to execute the Contract, the District may award it to the second lowest responsible bidder.  Such award, if made, will be made within 75 days after the opening of the bids.  If the second lowest responsible bidder refuses or fails to execute the Contract, the Owner (District) may award it to the third lowest responsible bidder.  Such award, if made will be made within 90 days after the opening of the bids.  These time periods for award of the Contract shall be subject to extensions for such further periods of time as may be agree upon in writing by the District and the bidder concerned.

10) EXECUTION OF CONTRACT
The contract shall be signed by the successful bidder and returned together with insurance certificates, contract bonds and other necessary documentation as specified in the General Conditions within ten (10) working days, not including Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays, after the bidder has received notice that the contract has been awarded.  Should the bidder refuse to enter into such Contract or final to furnish such bonds, insurance certificates or other necessary documentation, the amount of the bid security may be forfeited to the Owner (District) as liquidated damages, not as a penalty. 

11) INFORMATION OR SIGNATURES REQUIRED OF BIDDER
This project requires that the Bidder complete and return with its’ Bid Proposal all of the following listed documents and forms, signed when appropriate:
a) A signed Bidder/Contractor/Subcontractor Information Sheet(s) by bidder or authorized agent of bidder 
b) A signed “Bid Proposal” Document for Water Delivery System Project by bidder or authorized agent of bidder
c) A signed “Bid Proposal” Document for Office Structure Project by bidder or authorized agent of bidder
d) “Bid Form for District’s Water Delivery System Pump Site” Document

e) “Bid Form for District’s Office Building Roof Site” Document 
f) System(s) performance evaluation and calculations using CSI EPBB calculator based on District’s historic usage  

g) All Manufacturers Specification Sheets for all equipment being installed
The above forms and documents will be found following the “Bid Proposal” section of bid packet.  Bid Proposals without such completed forms and documents shall be considered non-responsive and may be rejected.  The Kern River Valley Cemetery District reserves the right to waive any irregularities in said forms and documents. 
12) WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS
Bids will be opened at the time and place set forth in the advertised Notice to Contractors.  Bidders or their representatives, and other interested people, may be present at the opening of bids.  No bidder may withdraw his bid for a period of sixty (60) calendar days after the date set for opening thereof, and bids shall be subject to acceptance by the Owner (District) during this period.

13) INTERPRETATION OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS PRIOR TO BIDDING
If any contemplating submission of a bid for construction of the work is in doubt as to the true meaning of any part of the proposed Bid/Contract Documents, he may submit to the Owner (District) in or omissions from any part of the proposed Bid/Contract Documents, he may submit to the Owner (District), a written request for interpretation thereof not later than seven (7) calendar days before bids will be opened.  The person submitting the request shall be responsible for its prompt delivery.

14) NON-CONFLICT OF INTEREST REQUIREMENT
Bidders and Contractors and Subcontractors stipulate that no public official has any interest, direct or indirect, in this contract or any subcontract, or the proceeds thereof, in work to be performed in connection with this project.  Public officials will hereby be identified as any member of the governing body of the District or any District employee; any member, officer, or employee of the county.

15) NON-COLLUSION REQUIREMENT
Bidders and Contractors and Subcontractors stipulate that the bid is not made in the interest of, or on behalf of, any undisclosed person, partnership, company, association, organization or corporation; that the bid is genuine and not collusive or sham; that the bidder has not directly or indirectly induced or solicited any other bidder to put in a false or sham bid, and has not directly or indirectly colluded, conspired, connived or agreed with any bidder or anyone else to put in a sham bid, or that anyone shall refrain from bidding; that the bidder has not in any manner, directly or indirectly, sought by agreement, communication or conference with anyone to fix the bid price of the bidder or any other bidder, or to fix any overhead, profit, or cost element of the bid price, or that of any other bidder, or to secure any advantage against the public body awarding the contract of anyone interested in the proposed contract; that all statements contained in the bid are true; and further, that the bidder has not, directly or indirectly, submitted his or her bid price or any breakdown thereof, or the contents thereof, or divulged information or data relative thereto, or paid, and will not pay, any fee to any corporation, partnership, company association, organization, bid depository, or to any member or agent thereof to effectuate a collusive or sham bid.
16) VIOLATION DISCLOSURES
Any bidder, any officer of the bidder, or any employee of the bidder who has a proprietary interest in the bidder, must disclose if they have ever been disqualified, removed, or otherwise prevented from bidding on, or completing a federal, state or local government project because of a violation of law or safety regulation. 
17) INDEMINITY
Bidder agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the District, District’s agents, board members, appointed officials and officers, employees, volunteers, and authorized representatives from any and all losses, liabilities, charges, damages, claims, liens, causes of action, awards, judgments, costs, and expenses (including, but not limited to, reasonable attorney’s fees of County Counsel or counsel retained by the District, expert fees, costs of staff time, and investigation costs) of whatever kind or nature, which arise out of or are in any way connected with any act or omission of bidder or bidder’s officers, agents, employees, independent contractors, sub-contractors of any tier, or authorized representatives.  Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the same shall include bodily and personal injury or death to any person or persons, damage to any property, including the property of the District; and any workers’ compensation claim or suit arising from or connected with any services performed by or on behalf of bidder by any person or entity.  

18) INTERPRETATION OR CORRECTION OF PROPOSED BID/CONTRACT DOCUMENTS
Interpretation or correction of proposed Bid/Contract Documents will be made only by Addendum and will be mailed or delivered to each contract bidder of record.  The Owner will not be responsible for any other explanations or interpretations of the proposed Bid/Contract Documents.

19) BID CONFORMITY
All bids which, in the District’s opinion, substantially conform to the functional requirements specified in the bid documents will be considered.  The District shall award the bid to the bidder that in the District’s sole discretion submits a bid that substantially conforms to the stated requirements, thereby meeting the needs of the District and provides the best value to the District.
